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Youth Named Teen Hero:
Receives $5,000 Grant for Olivet Boys & Girls Club

The theme of the march was “Look how far we have come…although the struggle still continues.” More than 400 Club youth, area residents and community leaders participated in the march.  The Keystone Club members also organized a poster contest for Read-In project. Participants carried the posters in the march.  Ms. Reviere read her award-winning essay on Dr. King’s impact on her life to the crowd attending Read-In opening ceremonies at the Clinton Street club.  She also presented the essay during a program for Black History.   

In addition to her leadership role with Olivet Boys & Girls Club’s Martin Luther King Day project, Ms. Reviere’s other volunteer activities include passing out flyers in the community on weekends to help prevent graffiti.  She has participated in AIDS and meth awareness workshops, and helped facilitate a Unity workshop for club members.  A member of Olivet Boys & Girls Club’s AAU Girls Basketball Team, Ms. Reviere actively volunteers with club activities including assisting staff with the Jr. NBA/Jr. WNBA program.
